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Pineloch ARC Shingle Advisory

In order to help expedite approval of roof requests, the Pineloch ARC requirements for shingle selection are outlined by manufacturer below. 

Our deed restrictions require that shingles be a “weathered-wood” color.  Homeowners should be aware that their current roof color is likely different than the way it used to look when it was new. Old composite shingles frequently have mildew, which turn them darker.  In addition, old shingles have lost a significant portion of the gravel that provides color.  Please refer to the list below of major manufacturers for the name they use to market their weathered-wood color shingles.  Homeowners who select other brands are advised to provide a sample for the ARC to review.  It is the intent of the deed restrictions to have the shingle color on all homes in the community the same color (reflective shingles with colors such as cool-weathered-wood will not be approved).
All new roofs must be the same "architectural" or “dimensional” style as was originally installed on homes.  Three-tab shingles and asphalt sheeting (as the final top layer) are not permitted.   Please refer to the Pineloch ACC Guidelines for further requirements.

The above list may not include all available manufacturers or shingle brands.  The Pineloch ARC does not recommend any one brand over another.  The ARC does recommend that homeowners ask their insurance agent about discounts available for qualified impact resistant composite roofing materials that provide better resistance to hail and windstorm damage. 
Per the Guidelines, shingles designated as “cool” weathered-wood are not permitted as this is a different color than other approved shingles in the Community.  The use of radiant barrier decking, or radiant barrier paint on the inside of the attic is encouraged and is a cost effective alternative.

Installation Considerations
While not part of the Community guidelines, the ARC also recommends that homeowners research and discuss the following best practices with their selected contractor prior to contracting roof work:
1. Removal of old roof prior to installing new shingles instead of roofing over the old roof.

2. Confirming that the roof decking is properly nailed down prior to installation of new felt.

3. Use of hand nailing instead of pneumatic (air powered) nailers.

4. Use of roofing nails instead of staples.

5. Application of 6 nails per single - especially for heavier shingles (greater than 30 yr shingles) or on steep sloped roofs.

6. Additional requirements (shingle starter row, ridge cap shingle selection) needed to obtain a wind warranty from some manufacturers. 

7. Use of painted metal drip edge to protect the shingle edge from storm damage and the decking from water damage due to gutter splash.
8. Valley installation technique (full interlace, closed cut, or open valley) in order of decreasing storm protection.  Closed cut is the most economical method for improved weather protection over an open valley installation.
9. Use of lead plumbing vents instead of covers that utilize a rubber seal against the PVC pipe.

10. Painting roof vents etc prior to installation.

11. Post installation magnetic sweep of yard and gardens for nails.

12. Use of powered attic vents when insufficient ridge is available for application of ridge vents to assure proper ventilation of attic space.
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
