Be a Responsible Pet Owner and a 
Good Neighbor.  Follow the City of 
Houston and State of Texas Pet 
Laws!  The HOA receives several com-
plaints regarding animals and reminds 
Pet Owners of their Responsibility. 
 
¨ Pets must be constrained by fence, 

gated enclosure, or leash. It is 
against the law for pets to roam 
loose. Pets with access to public 
sidewalks, streets or neighbor's 
property may be impounded (this 
includes cats & dogs). 

¨ Pet Owners could now face felony 
charges if their animal injures some-
one, according to TX State Law.  
This new law was effective Septem-
ber 1, 2010. 

¨ Pet Owners should take proactive 
steps to reduce excessive barking 
and being a nuisance to neighbors. 
Proper training usually helps. 

¨ Pets must be licensed and have the 
required vaccinations. Registration 
and rabies tags must be displayed 
on the pet’s collar at all times. 

¨ Pet Owners must 
pick up any waste 
their pet leaves 
behind.

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As a Deed Restricted Community, homeowners have requirements for routine maintenance of their property.  Each Home-
owner should be aware of these deed restrictions, which are easily accessible on the Pineloch Community Association web-
site. 
 
 
III. MAINTENANCE 
A. GENERAL MAINTENANCE  

All improvements on a lot must be maintained in a state of good repair and shall not be allowed to deteriorate. Repairs shall include, 
but are not limited to, the following: 

1. All painted surfaces must be clean and smooth with no bare areas or peeling paint, and all surfaces must be free of mildew. 

2. All rotted and damaged wood must be replaced and any damaged brickwork repaired. 

3. Gutters must be kept in good repair and are not allowed to have missing pieces, large dents, sags, rust, or hanging parts. 

4. Roofs must be maintained in good repair with no missing or curling shingles. 

5. All glass surfaces must be whole. 

6. Fences and gates must be kept in good repair. This includes, but is not limited to, rotten wood, broken boards, obvious lean of 
the fence structure, or peeling sealant if a wood preserving sealant has been applied. 

7. Garage doors must be undamaged and in good repair. 

8. Sidewalks, driveways and curbs must be clean and undamaged. Seams must be kept free of weeds. 

9. Lawns must be kept mowed, edged, and weed free; flower beds must be kept free of weeds; and shrubs and trees must be kept 
trimmed. 

10. There must be no storage of toys, equipment, clutter and/or debris in public view. 

11. Perimeter fences maintained by the Association must not be exposed to damage by adjacent plantings or land use. Bushes and 
trees must be trimmed to prevent contact with the wall. 

12. Raised beds for composting or planting, composting boxes and flower boxes must not be in contact with the perimeter wall. 

13. Trash receptacles must be screened by adequate planting or fencing so they are concealed from view of neighboring lots, 
streets, parks, and public areas. The construction of a fence in the front yard to screen trash is prohibited. 

14. No structure of any kind may be attached to the perimeter wall. 

15. House numbers must be easily readable from the street. 

Remember: An application form MUST be filled out for all improvements done to your property exterior.  Contact the Associa-
tion Manager or a Board Member for guidance.  All applications may be delivered via email, mailed, or hand-delivered to the 
Association Manager. An application may be downloaded from the website, www.pineloch.org , under 
“Architectural Review Committee” tab.
